tabled.

 Mold issue in the church office continues to be investigated. 

 Options were discussed regarding preschool security 

including:  locks on doors; enforcing the rule that parents 

park in the back when bringing or picking up children; 

putting signs on doors asking visitors to register at the 

church office, and a visitor registration list in the office.
