Psalm 37:7

Be still before the LORD and wait patiently for him; do not fret when people
succeed in their ways, when they carry out their wicked schemes. — (NIV)

God has other plans for us as shown in other Psalm 37 verses
where he tells us to “trust in the Lord” (verse 3) and “commit your
way to the Lord. (verse 5)” When we serve the Lord, we must do so
patiently, not worrying about how we perceive the success of others.
God has things under control; we just need to be still and wait for
